The software engine, powered by USCL, verifies the mailing address, adds the appropriate
barcode, prints and folds the letter, and automatically completes the cerfification forms with just a
click of the mouse. Certified Mail, available for First-Class Mail or Priority Mail, provides a mailing
receipt and a record of delivery, both of which is retained at the recipient's post office. A return
receipt that provides the sender with proof of delivery can also be purchased for an additional fee.

“With assistance from USCertifiedletters, we're offering an efficient and effective service that
dramatically simplifies the tedious task of manually complefing certified mail forms.”

For First-Class letter mail, the pricing for this service ranges from $3.74 for Non-Return Receipt,
55.20 for Return Receipt, to $8.40 for Return Receipt with Restricted Delivery.
